Walking Your Dog 

 On hot days, put the back of your hand on the pavement for 5 

seconds; if it is too hot for you, it is too hot for your dog 

 Try to walk them on the grass as much as possible during hot 

days 

 Try to avoid walks when the sun is at its strongest  

     (1-4pm) 

 If you cannot avoid it, take them on a few short walks (10-15 

minutes) instead of one long walk 

Safety Edition 

In the Car:  Do not leave an animal in the car alone! 

 To limit mobility and prevent injury, use a dog car harness or 

secure the leash to the seatbelt 

 Alternatives to leaving your pet in the car: leave your pet at 

home, drive-thrus, pet-friendly outdoor restaurant, bring a 

friend, or book a visit or in-home with JPC! 

 If you see a pet in a hot car: stay with them, try to locate the 

pet parent, or call for help (OSPCA 310-7722 or your local 

police station)
